Dear Members,

We hereby present the Annual Report of Activities of the Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI) for the
year 2024. During the year, the Board of Directors convened in nine regular plenary sessions, while also holding several
extraordinary or special meetings on specific matters.

In cooperation with the Executive Committee, the Board systematically addressed issues related to business activity,
the local economy, and the developmental needs of the city and the district, as well as the formulation of PCCl's
policies on these matters.

At the same time, substantive interventions and recommendations were submitted to the President of the Republic,
the relevant Ministers, as well as the Permanent Secretaries of Ministries and Government Departments, with the aim
of promoting vital infrastructure projects for Paphos and the district. Among these are the Paphos—Polis Chrysochous
road, the Paphos marina, the Paphos—Airport connecting road, Paphos — Coral Bay Road, the Western Bypass and
others.

In close cooperation with the Cyprus Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCCI), additional issues concerning crucial
aspects of the Cypriot economy were raised and discussed, such as measures to support entrepreneurship, the
General Health System (GHS), tax reform, modernization of the public service, and e-governance.

Furthermore, important meetings were held with the Ambassadors of France, India, and the United Kingdom, as well
as with the Commercial Attaché of the Embassy of China in Cyprus. These meetings focused on ways to further
strengthen Cyprus's economic ties with these countries, with particular emphasis on the prospects and needs of the
localeconomy.

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 ECONOMIC OUTLOOK

CYPRIOT ECONOMY

During the first half of 2024, the Cypriot economy recorded a positive growth rate of 3.5% (seasonally adjusted data).
According to the latest estimates by the Statistical Service, seasonally adjusted GDP at constant prices grew by 3.7%
year-on-year in the second quarter of 2024, while in the first quarter it increased by 3.3%. Growth also remained
positive in the fourth quarter, reaching 2.6% compared to the corresponding quarter of 2023. Overall, for 2024, the
growthrate of the economy is estimated at 3.4% in real terms (volume measures).

The positive GDP performance was mainly driven by the sectors of “Hotels and Restaurants”, “Wholesale and Retail

1
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Trade - Repair of Motor Vehicles", and “Information and Communications”. In contrast, the “Construction” sector
recorded negative growth.

The unemployment rate (15+) stood at 5.2% in the first half of 2024, compared with 6.2% in the corresponding half of
2023 (5.8% in the first quarter and 4.6% in the second quarter of 2024). Long-term unemployment fell to 1.6% in the
second quarter of 2024, from 1.9% in the same quarter of 2023, while youth unemployment dropped to 14.2% from
15.3%. For the entire year, unemployment averaged around 5.0%, compared with 5.8%in 2023.

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) recorded an annual change of 1.9% in the period January—September 2024,
compared with 4.0% in the corresponding period of 2023. The main contributors to the CPl change were the categories
“Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages”’, “Restaurants and Hotels", and “Miscellaneous Goods and Services’, with
positive contributions of 0.5, 0.5, and 0.3 percentage points, respectively. Core inflation stood at 2.0% versus 5.1% in

the same period of 2023. For the year as awhole, inflation is estimated at around 2.0%, compared with 3.5% in 2023.

The General Government balance during the first half of 2024 recorded a surplus of €5634.2 million (1.7% of GDP),
compared with a surplus of €167 million or 0.5% of GDP in the same half of 2023. The primary balance amounted to
€761.4 million (2.4% of GDP), compared with €364.3 million (1.1% of GDP) in the same period of the previous year.
According to the revised forecasts of the Ministry of Finance, for the whole of 2024, the General Government balance
registered a surplus of €1,261.4 million, corresponding to 3.9% of GDP.

Public debt decreased to 68.9% of GDP at the end of 2024, from 77.4% in 2023. The downward trend is expected to
continue, reaching 64.1% of GDP in 2025, 58.8% in 2026, and further declining to 53.3% in 2027.

The banking sector maintains strong capital adequacy, reinforced by the exceptionally high profitability of the
2022-2024 period, as well as by high liquidity reserves. Non-performing loans continue to decline, falling to
historically low levels: €1.7 billion or 6.9% of total loans in June 2024.

The size of the banking sector as a percentage of GDP is on a downward trajectory, standing at 218% at the end of
2023, witha further decrease recorded in 2024.

Lending rates have risen significantly over the past two years due to the restrictive monetary policy of the European
Central Bank. Despite the increases, bank lending has remained resilient, both to households and to businesses.

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Paphos - Local Economy

The economy of Paphos performed at very satisfactory levels in 2024, recording particularly positive growthrates. The
twomain pillars of development — tourism and real estate — achieved strong results.

For the first time, tourist arrivals to Cyprus exceeded four million, reaching 4,040,200 in 2024 compared with 3,845,652
in 2023, marking a historic record and an annual increase of 5.1%. The previous record was setin 2019 with 3,976,777
arrivals. According to the Statistical Service, in December 2024 arrivals totaled 133,063 compared with 123,630 in
December 2023, recordinga 7.6% increase.

The thousands of small and medium-sized enterprises active in the tourism sector benefited from the strong tourist
season, achieving significant financial returns. Arrivals from the United Kingdom were the main source of tourism for
December 2024 (23.7% or 31,501 arrivals), followed by Israel with 17.4% (23,168), Poland with 9.4% (12,473), Greece
with9.0% (11,969), and Germany with 5.7% (7,535).

For Paphos in particular, the main markets were the United Kingdom, Germany, Poland, France, and Italy, as well as
smaller countries with adequate air connectivity, such as the Baltic states, Ireland, and Hungary. In total, Paphos
recorded approximately 1,455,000 arrivals in 2024, corresponding to 36% of total arrivals, generating €1.15 hillion in
tourismrevenue.

The flight schedules of airlines to and from the airports of Paphos and Larnaca are among the best of the past three
decades, a development mainly due to external factors. The Paphos District, with its natural beauty, wealth of
archaeological and cultural monuments, and high-quality tourism and urban infrastructure, has now established itself
as Cyprus's new cosmopolitan area. Given these conditions, it continues to attract buyers, investors, and
entrepreneurs from Europe and third countries.

The real estate market closed 2024 with a marginally positive outcome, showing stabilizing trends and maintaining
levels similar to those of 2023. According to the Department of Lands and Surveys, property sales in December 2024
fellby 1% (1,339 compared to 1,356 in 2023), while for the year as a whole sales documents increased by 1%, reaching
15,797 from 15,567in2023.

In Paphos, property sales in December 2024 rose by 34%, reaching 266 compared with 198 in December 2023. By
contrast,on an annual basis, sales documents decreased by 8%, amounting to 3,107 compared with 3,373in 2023. The
reduced demand from Chinese and Russian nationals negatively affected the sector; however, this was partly offset by
increased demand from nationals of third countries, such as Israel, Lebanon, and other Arab and Asian countries.

At the same time, the industrial and trade sectors are showing gradual development, further strengthening Paphos's
broadereconomy.
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 TRADE

In 2024, Cyprus recorded a trade deficit of
approximately 8.13 billion euros. Total imports
of goods reached about 12.26 hillion euros,
reflecting the country's strong dependence on
imported products, fuels, and raw materials. On
the other hand, total exports of goods were
limited to around 4.12 billion euros, highlighting

- the relatively low level of export activity. This
significant gap between imports and exports
demonstrates a structural imbalance in Cyprus's
foreign trade, which continues to be a long-
standing challenge for the economy and its
overall competitiveness.

Total exports of goods in December 2024
amounted to €359 million, down by 8.5%
compared with €392.4 million in December
2023. Exports to other EU member states
amounted to €88 million and to third countries
€271 million, compared with €92.9 million and
€299.5 million, respectively, in 2023. Exports
included the transfer of economic ownership of
ships worth €41.4 million, compared with €100.1
million in December 2023.,4 ek., €vavTt €100,1
eK. Tov AekepBpto 2023.

Final data for November 2024

According to final data from the Statistical
Service, total imports of goods in November
2024 amounted to €1,139.6 million, recording an
increase of 3.7% compared with €1,098.6 million
inNovember 2023.

Exports of domestically produced goods,
including supplies of ships and aircraft,
amounted to €244.1 million in November 2024,
up by 7.7% compared with €226.6 million in
2023. Specifically, the value of industrial
products (excluding supplies of ships and
aircraft) stood at €236.5 million compared with
€218.2 million in November 2023, while the value
of agricultural products amounted to €6.5
million, at similar levels to 2023 (€6.6 million).

In contrast, exports of foreign products,
including supplies of ships and aircraft, recorded
asignificant decrease of 74.2%, falling to €134.1
million in November 2024 from €519.2 million in
November2023.
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ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE

The repeated representations of the Cyprus Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCCI) and the Local Chambers
regarding the significant delays observed in the administration of justice will continue, with the aim of completing the
Justice Reform. Our constant objective remains the elimination of the adverse consequences caused to businesses
andtheimprovement of the country'simage vis-a-vis foreign investors.

The justice system in Cyprus continues to face serious challenges, the most prominent being delays in the
adjudication of cases. This issue has been repeatedly criticized at both the national and European levels. For this
reason, reforms have been promoted in recent years, particularly in 2022 and 2023, aiming at reorganizing the higher
judicial architecture and introducing digitized procedures.

As amember state of the European Union, Cyprus harmonizes its national law with the European acquis and complies
with the decisions of the Court of Justice of the European Union, thus strengthening the European character of the
administration of justice inthe country.

The Chambers will continue to closely monitor the progress of modernization efforts undertaken by the Ministry of
Justice and Public Order, as the need for timely administration of justice remains along-standing priority.

Finally, representatives of the Chamber participate as assessors in the Industrial Disputes Court, representing the
business community.

DIGITAL UPGRADE OF BUSINESSES

Intoday's highly competitive economic and business environment, with the multiple challenges also arising from rapid
technological developments, enterprises are called upon to redefine both their operations and their organizational
structures. Digitalization is a key tool for gaining new momentum and development prospects, ensuring their
sustainability.

The Chamber seeks to provide timely information to the business community regarding the digital transition and the
way it affects business operations. Our objective is to encourage and support enterprises in adopting and utilizing
modern methods and processes through technologies such as artificial intelligence and machine learning.

The Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry (MECI), based on an approved plan resulting from public consultation,
has already launched the Business Digital Upgrade Scheme. The scheme closed within a few hours due to the
exceptionally high number of applications from SMEs, highlighting both the intense interest and the urgent need fora
new call, sothat more businesses can participate.

Atthe same time, the Deputy Ministry of Research, Innovation and Digital Policy, through its strategic planning, has set
asagoalthe creation of anew model of development based on knowledge and innavation. The vision includes shaping
amodern, functional, and citizen-friendly state, as well as a dynamic digital economy in which citizens and enterprises
canoperate and prosper.

Our expectation is that research, innovation, and information and communication technologies (ICT) will act as
catalysts for the creation of a sustainable development model. Through these, employment is enhanced, social
welfareis promoted, and Cyprus's competitiveness is strengthened at both the European and international levels.

The COVID-19 pandemic and the restrictive measures applied in Cyprus and internationally accelerated the digital

adaptation of businesses and the development of e-commerce tools, enabling them to continue their economic
activities without interruption.

EXTROVERSION & INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry implements actions and initiatives that enhance the prestige and
image of the District as a reliable investment destination. The aim is to attract foreign investments through
extroversion programs and the promotion of Paphos abroad, which include the organization of business missions,
seminars, and other events.

Inthis context, meetings were held with Ambassadors and Heads of Diplomatic Missions accredited to the Republic of
Cyprus, as well as online conferences aimed at preparing business missions and events to be implemented when
conditions permit. Similar contacts were also made with delegations of Chambers of Commerce and Industry from
other countries.

DEVELOPMENT OF INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS RELATIONS

The President, members of the Board of Directors, as well as a number of Chamber members, actively participated in
teleconferences, online seminars, and B2B business meetings with foreign entrepreneurs and organizations. These
meetings were organized by the CCCI, in cooperation with the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry, CIPA, and
otherorganizations.

At the same time, as part of the expansion and strengthening of international business relations, contacts were made
with Ambassadors, Commercial Attachés, and officials of foreign Chambers, with the aim of promoting trade activities
and partnerships.
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The Ambassador of France to Cyprus, Ms. Clélia Chevrier Kolacko,
visited the Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI), where
she met with the President, Mr. George Mai, the Vice President, Mr.
Stefanos Stefanou, the Honorary Secretary, Mr. Lefteris Aristodimou,
as well as the Secretary/Director of the Chamber, Mr. Marinos
Stylianou.

During the meeting, the main topic of discussion was the need to
strengthen economic ties between the business communities of
Paphos and France, as well as the exploration of new prospects for
cooperation.

The discussion also focused on the further development of

In July 2024, the PCCI held a meeting with the High

the Honorary Secretary, Mr. Lefteris Aristodimou, Board
Member Mr. Andreas Papantoniou, and the Director, Mr.

During the discussion, the prospects for deepening relations
between Cyprus and India were examined, along with
opportunities for cooperation between the business
community of Paphos and that of India — a country of 1.4
billion people.

Ways of
attracting Indian tourists to Cyprus, and especially to Paphos, were also discussed, with special mention of
cooperationinthe fields of renewable energy and electromobility.

Finally, it was agreed to arrange another meeting in the near future to further explore new forms of cooperation and
strengthen existing relations.

Mr. Manish emphasized that there are significant prospects for cooperation in many fields, stressing that India - as a
country with a rich history, natural resources, advanced technology and know-how, and abundant skilled human
resources - can be a valuable partner for Cyprus.

Finally, it was agreed that the PCCI will soon organize an event — a networking and exchange meeting with Paphos
entrepreneurs from various sectors — to further assess and capitalize on cooperation opportunities.

UNITED KINGDOM

On Friday, 23 May 2025, a meeting took place between the PCCl and the High Commissioner of the United Kingdom to
Cyprus, Mr. Michael Tatham. Representing the Chamber were the President, Mr. George Mai, the Vice President, Mr.
Michalis Chatzimitsis, and the Secretary/Director, Mr. Marinos Stylianou.

The President of the Chamber thanked the High Commissioner for the excellent cooperation between the two
countries and emphasized the opportunities for further strengthening bilateral relations.

During the meeting, the already strong business relations between Cyprus and the United Kingdom were discussed,
with a focus on tourism, trade, and services. The potential for further deepening of trade and investment ties in the
health and education sectors, particularly in higher education, was also examined.

In addition, strategic development projects planned in Paphos, such as the Paphos Marina, were discussed, along with
the potential for cooperation with UK companies.

Finally, it was agreed that the meeting would be repeated as soon as possible, with the aim of exploring new forms of
cooperation between the two business communities.

| Meeting between the PCCI and the High Commissioner of the
United Kingdom to Cyprus, Mr. Michael Tatham
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Manufacturing Industry

The manufacturing industry holds particular
importance and contributes significantly to the
country's economy, as it creates a multiplier effect for
the economy as a whole. Industrial activity supports
key sectors such as trade, agriculture, livestock,
construction, and tourism, thereby contributing
substantially to balanced development and creating
thousands of jobs. As such, it constitutes a
fundamental pillar of the productive sector.

Problems, Actions, and Support Measures

The industry has long faced competitiveness
challenges, often due to weaknesses, delays, or even
the absence of necessary reforms. A particularly
evident issue is the lack of a comprehensive strategy
to support and strengthen the sector.

One of the most pressing problems is the sharp
increase inrentsin industrial areas, resulting from the
reassessment of land values during the period
2008-2010, as well as the cost of expropriations and
infrastructure. Following strong interventions with
the relevant Ministries and Services, it became
possible to subsidize rents by 40% through the De
Minimis requlation—a measure we hope will be
maintained in the future.

A longstanding request by the Paphos Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (PCCI), in collaboration with
other local Chambers and the Cyprus Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (CCCI), is the approval of
lease renewals for three additional thirty-three-year
periods, provided that the lessee complies with the
applicable Regulations and Legislation. Within this
framework, and through coordinated interventions
with the CCCI, we achieved the freezing of rents from
2073 to 2023 for industries operating in state
industrial areas.
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The current legislation governing the leasing of state plots in government industrial areas
(“Immovable Property - Possession, Registration and Valuation - Law”) stipulates that
leases cannot exceed thirty-three years. However, the competent Minister is granted the
authority to renew the lease for a second and third period, if deemed appropriate.

Main Challenges Facing the Sector

The manufacturing sector continues to face long-standing challenges that limit
competitiveness and growth prospects. Among the most significant are:

The high cost of financing due to elevated lending interest rates.
High operating costs, mainly due to electricity costs and the lack of alternative options.

Inadequate institutional framework to encourage and support greater use of Renewable
Energy Sources (RES).

Low productivity compared to the EU average.

Bureaucratic and time-consuming procedures for obtaining the necessary permits.
The small size of the domestic market.

High transportation costs to and from international markets.
Expensive raw materials.

High portcharges.

Recurring problems with strikes in transportand ports.

An insufficient export promotion mechanism.

Lack of specialized human capital.

Limited activity in Research and Innovation.

High cost of leasing industrial plots in Industrial Areas.

Support and Prospects for the Manufacturing Industry

The Chambers believe that the industrial and manufacturing sector has significant potential and, with the right
support, can substantially improve its efficiency to the benefit of the national economy. With the implementation of
targeted measures, industry can maintain and further strengthenits role.

Proposed measures include:

« Incorporatingindustry into the priorities of the new development policy.
« Acceleratinglicensing procedures and improving building, coverage, and floor ratios in industrial areas and zones.

» Developing a clear policy to actively promote industry—university collaboration, as well as improving industries'
access toexisting infrastructure.

 Training and upgrading human capital in entrepreneurship, alongside improving the vocational training and
apprenticeship systemand directly linking it to the labor market.

« Introducing new tax incentives for investment in manufacturing, such as the implementation of accelerated
depreciation.

« Improving the VAT refund system to enhance the liquidity of export-oriented units.

Industrial Turnover Index

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New National Industrial Policy 2019 - 2030

The Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI) actively participated in the sessions of the Permanent
Committee on Industry of the Cyprus Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCCI), contributing positively to the
formulation of the New National Industrial Policy.

The Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry is proceeding with the design of the new Industrial Policy with a
horizonto 2030. The policy aims to provide a structured boost to the development of the manufacturing industry, both
by supporting traditional sectors and by encouraging the growth of new ones. In this way, it seeks to strengthen the
competitiveness and flexibility of the sector.

The Ministry's goal is the creation of a robust, “smart," and technologically advanced industry, capable of making a
substantial contribution to the development and competitiveness of the Cypriot economy.

The mission of the new Industrial Policy is the development of innovative products and services of high added value,
which will enhance the sustainability, competitiveness, and outward orientation of Cypriot industry. A key objective is
the gradual increase of the sector's productivity by facilitating the operation of the industrial ecosystem and
promoting investments in sustainability, innovation, digitalization, infrastructure, and the skills of industries and
enterprises.

For the CCCI, there is no doubt that, taking into account the resilience demonstrated by the
sector during the economic crisis, industry has excellent prospects and holds particular
importance for the national economy. Therefore, it must receive the necessary attention and
support.

INDUSTRIAL AREAS & ZONES | PAPHOS DISTRICT

Industrial Areas are critical state infrastructures that support and promote industrial development by providing the
necessary operating spaces forindustrial units. For this reason, the institution must be strengthened through targeted
corrective measures.

The mainissuesidentified—in collaboration with the CCCl—that require immediate attention are as follows:

+ Possibility of renewing leases much earlier than the current seven-year period before expiration.

» Retention of the right to mortgage contracts, as well as the ability to transfer mortgaged lease contracts to
financial institutions.

« Possibility of transferring/selling the lease at any time during its term to another beneficiary, Upon approval.
+ Adoptionof azero-property tax rate on state industrial plots.

« Protection of Industrial Areas and Zones from unplanned expansion of residential developments, livestock farming
and other developments.

« Strengthening policing and security within Industrial Areas.

+ Improvement of access roads and fencing of sites.

« Ensuringadequate fire safety and firefighting systems.

« Connection of premises to sewerage systems.

« Acceleration of the process forissuing planning permits for new units and for the expansion of existing ones.

» Utilization of unused state land for the development of Renewable Energy Systems (RES) and the creation of
parking areas.

« Inclusionof Industrial Areas in urban bus routes.

« Betterspatial planning to avoid proximity of food units to chemical industries.

 Adoption of flexible repayment programs for overdue debts owed by industries to the state.

» Ensuringcleanliness of common areas.

It is noted that many industrial zones remain inactive and underutilized due to the non-implementation of planned
infrastructure projects by Local Authorities. The Chamber has proposed that the responsibility and competence for

promoting and constructing these projects be undertaken by the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry, which is
the competent authority for the industrial sector.
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Mesogi Industrial Area & Agia Varvara Industrial Area

On Tuesday, 4 February 2025, a meeting was held on the initiative of the Municipality of lerokipia regarding the
problems observedin the Agia Varvara/Timis Industrial Area.

Participants in the meeting included the Mayor of lerokipia, Mr. Nikos Palios, the Deputy Mayor of Timis, Mr. Giorgos
Polykarpou, municipal staff members, the President of the
Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Mr. Georgios
Mais, the Secretary/Director, Mr. Marinos Stylianou, as well
as representatives of the Paphos EOA, the Ministry of
Energy, Commerce and Industry, the Department of
Agriculture, the Service for the Management of Turkish
Cypriot Properties, and the Veterinary Services.

Mayor Mr. Palios called on all the state's competent
Departments and Services to assume their
responsibilities, stressing that illegal and uncontrolled
livestock activity creates serious problems in the operation
of the Industrial Area, affects the safe use of the road
network, and undermines the quality of life of the residents
of Timis.

Paphos Municipality — lerokipia Municipality Craft Zone | Konia District

Craft businesses and small industries form a vital economic lifeline
for the area. Due to its size and geographical position, Paphos cannot
develop heavy industry; therefore, supporting crafts and small &
industries is imperative in order to secure the survival of one of the [
last active segments of the city's small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs).

Significant improvement in access to the area is provided by the
northern bypass road, which helps ease traffic congestion within *
lerokipia Municipality. Combined with the bridge built near the &=
McDonald's area, the road network now allows vehicles coming from
the Paphos Craft Zone to enter directly onto Europe Avenue, avoiding
heavy traffic heading towards Geroskipou. In this way, the area is
effectively connected with Paphos Municipality, facilitating both
transportation and economic activity.

The construction of the road connecting the residential area with the [
light industrial zone of Konia remains a high priority for the Paphos &
Chamber of Commerce and Industry. It constitutes a legitimate B&
request of the Municipality of lerokipia, as well as a necessity for the
completion of the area's road network. We welcome the statement of
the President of the Republic at the district-wide meeting held in
September 2025, announcing the allocation of €3 million for the
implementation of this project, thereby fully acknowledging its
significance and designatingitas an Urban Development project.

| Northern Bypass Road Paphos — Geroskipou

Industrial Areas / Zones and Craft Zones in Paphos

In the Paphos District, two craft zones operate—one in Paphos and one in Geroskipou—owned by the respective
municipalities. Both have been fully developed, resulting in no available craft plots. At the same time, twelve industrial
and craft zones (of light and high nuisance level) are in operation across the district. Some have been developed, while
others remain unexploited. Each zone faces its own particular challenges and problems, mainly concerning
infrastructure and the provision of essential services such as electricity, water supply, and telecommunications.
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Paphos 2nd Industrial Area (Agia Varvara / Timi)

The Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI) informed its members, as well as any interested
entrepreneurs, regarding announcements by the Ministry of Energy, Commerce and Industry concerning the
availability of industrial plots for lease in the 2nd Paphos Industrial Area (Agia Varvara).

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Infrastructure Projects in Paphos District

The Parliamentary Committee on Transport, Communications and Works, accompanied by MPs of the Paphos
District, carried out an on-site visit on Friday, 27 June 2025, to a series of infrastructure projects in the area, expressing
hope that the procedures will move forward. The visit began from the old airport—Paphos road and continued to
Demokratias Avenue, at the site of the bridge that will connect the Mesogi Industrial Area with that of Tremithousa, as
well as the Chlorakas—Peyiaroad.

The Committee Chairman, DIPA MP Mr. Marinos Moushiouttas, stated that the old airport—Paphos road requires
immediate improvement. As he noted, based on information from the competent government departments, a study
has already begun for its electrification, which is primarily necessary for safety purposes. At the same time, a
regulatory planfor its furtherimprovement is being prepared.

Mr. Moushiouttas stressed that this is a road used by thousands of visitors and must be upgraded for the benefit of
local communities as well as tourismin general.

Regarding the non-completion of the road connecting Paphos with the airport, he pointed out that problems still exist
related to environmental issues, expressing the hope that they will be overcome as soon as possible. He emphasized,
however, that no solution has yet been found for the completion of the project, although efforts continue, with the aim
of implementing it even with delay.

At the meeting held at the Mesogi Community Council, the
President of the Paphos Chamber of Commerce and
Industry highlighted that the Chamber had timely raised
concerns about the high probability of no response from
bidders, due to the strict tender terms which drastically
limited the number of eligible participants. Unfortunately,
the re-tendering of the project, despite our protests and
warnings, continued with the same discouraging terms,
resulting once again inan unsuccessful competition.

The development of the services sector, particularly those connected with the provision of high-quality services to
businesses and organizations both in Cyprus and abroad, is a strategic necessity for Paphos. By strengthening the
services sector, the local economy's dependence on traditional and vulnerable sectors can be reduced.

Paphos has the potential to evolve into a quality services hub, especially in consulting, education, healthcare, research,
andtechnological development. To attract international companies and develop new activities, the implementation of
targeted infrastructure projects and the provision of generous incentives are required.

Services Committee

The services sector is one of the Chamber's most important pillars of activity, representing approximately 50% of its
members.

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Promotion of Large-Scale Developments & Land Development Sector

One of the Chamber's strategic objectives is to promote the implementation of large-scale private sector projects and
enrichment developments, which contribute to creating growth conditions with multiplier benefits for the local
economy and society.

The Chamber welcomes the tax and planning incentives announced by the Government, which significantly contribute
to attracting foreign investors. However, beyond these measures, further targeted actions are required to stabilize the
real estate sector, particularly after the termination of the Cyprus Investment Programme.

Decline in Building Permits in 2024

According to the Statistical Service, the number of building permits issued in October 2024 decreased by 25.6%,
reaching 470 compared to 632 in October 2023. The total value of these permits amounted to €177.8 million and the
total areato 147.0 thousand square meters, while these permits provide for the construction of 790 housing units.

For the period January — October 2024, a total of 5,955 building permits were issued compared to 5,906 during the
same period in 2023, marking an increase of 0.8%. Their total value increased by 4.3%, total area by 6.4%, while the
number of housing units rose by 6.5%.

As of 1 July 2024, the responsibility for issuing building permits was transferred from the Municipalities and District
Administrations to the newly established District Self-Government Organizations (DSOs). Licensing procedures are
now carried out through the new integrated information system “Ippodamos.”
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Real Estate Market — €4.3 Billion in Property Transactions in 2024

Real Estate Market

In 2024, the Cyprus real estate market performed at similar levels to the previous year, as a result of the accumulated
challenges faced by the sector. Declining purchasing power, high lending interest rates, the increased cost of
construction materials due to geopolitical instability and conflicts in the wider region, as well as sustained high
property prices, negatively affected the market.

Nevertheless, according to data from the Department of Lands and Surveys, processed and published quarterly by the
Council of Registered Estate Agents, real estate continued in 2024 to act as a key driver of the Cypriot economy.

Specifically, during 2024, there were 19,155 property transfers nationwide, with a total value of €4.3 billion, while
15,797 sale contracts were filed. Compared to 2023, this reflects an increase of 1.5% in sale contracts and 1.8% in
transfers, while the value of transfers decreased by 2.3%.

The year 2024 was another difficult one for the real estate market, reflected in marginal increases in both sale
contracts and transfers. However, despite the worrying downturn inthe first half of the year, 2024 closed with a slightly
positive outcome, mainly thanks to Nicosia's performance and, secondarily, Paphos in transfers, as well as Larnaca in
sale contracts. For 2025, further challenges are expected, although the reduction of lending interest rates by banks
could strengthen citizens' purchasing power and give the sector a boost, benefiting the overall economy.

Strong Performance of Paphos

Like Limassol, the Paphos District experienced fluctuations in 2024 but managed to limit its losses. Despite a decline
inthe volume of sale contracts compared to 2023, it recorded significant results in transfers.

Specifically, 3,727 property transfers took place with a total value of €983 million.

 Strengthening the Police Force due to increased flows of illegal migrants, which have created a serious
demographic problemin Paphos and are linked torising incidents of burglaries and other violations.

Tourism and investment depend to a large extent on how safe a city and district are perceived, as

evidenced by European and international statistics.

Promotion & Investment Attraction Actions

As part of efforts to promote business cooperation and attract investments to the
District, the Chamber carried out a series of promotional activities, preparing
explanatory printed and electronic material in various languages:

1. Website upgrade in Greek and English to showcase members and highlight
Paphos as areliable regional centre for services and investment.

2. Publication of the brochure "Discover Pafos” in English and Chinese, analyzing the
reasons why investing in Paphos is worthwhile. Its translation into Russian and
Arabicis planned.

3. Publication of the leaflet “Why Pafos’, presenting the District's comparative
advantages as an investment and business destination, as well as the facilities
and services offered to foreign entrepreneurs.

Employment

Among persons aged 20-64, the employment rate in Q4 2024 reached 79.9% (men 85.8%, women 74.5%) versus
79.0% in the corresponding quarter of 2023 (men 83.5%, women 75.2%). In the 55-64 age group, the rate increased to
70.4% (from 68.6%in 2023).

By sector of activity, Services account for 81.2% of employment, Industry for 16.5%, and Agriculture for 2.3% (2023:
81.3%, 16.2%, and 2.5%, respectively).

Part-time employment amounted to 8.9% of total employment (43,734 persons), with rates of 6.3% formen and 11.8%
forwomen—the same percentage asin 2023 (men 6.8%, women 11.1%).

Of all employed persons, 90.5% (or 443,710 individuals) were employees, of whom 13.7% (60,821 individuals) held
temporary jobs. In the corresponding quarter of 2023, employees accounted for 89.3%, and 13.3% of them were in
temporary employment.

Labour Force & Unemployment at 4.6%
Based onthe Labour Force Survey (Q4 2024):
+ Thelabourforce amounted to 513,935 persons (65.1% of the population) versus 506,954 (64.8%) in 2023.

+ The employed numbered 490,332 persons with an employment rate of 62.1% (men 67.7%, women 56.9%),
compared with 479,328 persons (61.3%) in 2023.

+ The unemployed numbered 23,603 persons and the unemployment rate stood at 4.6% (men 4.3%, women 4.9%),
compared with 27,627 persons (5.4%) in 2023.
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Among youth aged 15-24, unemployment stood at 9.6% (men 9.0%, women 10.3%) down from 17.5% in 2023 (men
19.7%, women 15.2%).

As to duration of unemployment, 57.6% were seeking work for under 6 months (2023: 57.9%), 17.6% for 6=11 months
(2023:14.1%), while 24.8% were long-term unemployed (2023: 28.0%).

TOURISM IN PAPHOS

The tourismindustry remains one of the mostimportant sectors of economic activity in the Paphos District.

In 2024, tourist arrivals to Cyprus surpassed four million for the first time, reaching 4,040,200 compared to 3,845,652 in
2023, marking a historic record and an annual increase of 5.1%. The previous record was set in 2019 with 3,976,777
arrivals.

According to the Statistical Service, tourist arrivals in December 2024 amounted to 133,063, compared to 123,630 in
December 2023, showing an increase of 7.6%. The main source of tourism for the month was the United Kingdom with
23.7% (31,507 arrivals), followed by Israel with 17.4% (23,168), Poland with 9.4% (12,473), Greece with 9.0% (11,969),
and Germany with 5.7% (7,535).

As forthe purpose of travel in December 2024:

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Therespective percentages for December 2023 were 58.4%, 30.4%, and 11.0%.

Paphos recorded around 1,455,000 arrivals in 2024, corresponding to 36% of Cyprus' total arrivals, with tourism
revenues of €1.15 billion for the same period. According to the Deputy Ministry of Tourism, during January —
September 2024, arrivals increased by 4.2% compared to the same period in 2023. This increase represented the best
nine-month performance in the history of Cypriot tourism, with a particularly notable rise of 28.6% compared to 2022.
In total, for the period January — September 2024, 3,268,090 arrivals were recorded, compared to 3,136,145 in 2023.
This performance was also 0.2% higher than the corresponding period of 2019, alandmark year for Cypriot tourism.

PASSENGER TRAFFIC, BED CAPACITY & ARRIVALS

Paphos offers around 30,000 beds (33% of Cyprus' total), of which more than 60% are in 4- and 5-star hotels. The
District attracts about 39% of Cyprus' total arrivals annually, with key markets being the United Kingdom, Israel,
Poland, Germany, and Greece. Growth potential is also evident from the French market, Scandinavian countries, as
well as emerging markets such as Austria, the Baltic states, and the Middle East.

In 2024, the United Kingdom was the main source of tourism for Cyprus, followed by Israel, Poland, Germany, Sweden,
and Greece.

Therecovery of 2024 was due to acombination of factors such as:

e Growthinmarkets like the UK, Poland, France, and Italy.

* Increasedflight schedules fromairlines such as Ryanair, EasyJet, Jet2, Wizz Air.

* Closecooperation between the private sector, the Deputy Ministry of Tourism, and the state.
» Growthtrendinindividual travellers.

* Intensive digital promotion efforts for Paphos.

 Attractive packages offered by hoteliers and tour operators.

* Rising preference for short-term rental accommodation.
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Problems and Weaknesses

Cyprus in general, and Paphos in particular, as a mature tourist destination in an intensely competitive environment,
are affected by globalization and market maturity. Paphos' tourism product faces long-standing weaknesses, such as:

* Ageinghoteland urbaninfrastructure, especially in the countryside.

* Strainonthe natural environment and alteration of culturalidentity.

e Abandonmentofrural areas, leading to the loss of primary sector experiences and resources.

* Highoperating costsand highinitial investment costs compared with competing destinations.

» Seasonality and contraction of the tourist season.

* Failuretoimplementinfrastructure projectsin atimely manner.

» Dependenceonallimited number of tour operators.

 Overreliance onthe UK market and, to a lesser extent, the Russian and Israelimarkets when active.

Despite these weaknesses, Paphos tourism stakeholders, with a vision of qualitative upgrading and environmental
protection, are called to respond to technological, economic, and environmental challenges, shaping a tourism
product that meets the future needs of visitors and residents.

To achieve this goal, there is close cooperation with Hermes Airports and the Deputy Ministry of Tourism, as well as
ongoing contacts with airlines and tour operators. A significant success has been the increase in Ryanair routes, with
ETAP's contribution.

However, to better serve passengers, ETAP is calling on the state to immediately upgrade facilities at Paphos Airport,
such as baggage handling, check-in, and waiting/boarding areas, in order to end the inconveniences observed in
recent years.

Public Transport

After long-standing efforts, ETAP welcomes the connection of Paphos
Airport with the city and tourist areas. Nevertheless, serious problems
remain with bus routes and stops. Proposals include:

MEETINGS WITH MINISTERS

Within its mission to promote the interests of the business community and highlight the development prospects of the
District, the Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI) held a series of meetings with members of the Council
of Ministers during 2024.

During these meetings, key issues were discussed concerning the economy, infrastructure, employment, health, and
tourism, while suggestions and proposals were tabled to resolve problems and advance projects that will strengthen
Paphos'development trajectory.

MEETING WITH THE MINISTER OF TRANSPORT, COMMUNICATIONS AND WORKS

On 2 May 2024, the Minister of Transport, Communications and Works, Mr. Alexis Vafeadis, met with the Executive
Committee of PCCI and the District's Members of Parliament, in the presence of the Ministry's Director-General and
senior officials, to discuss Paphos'infrastructure projects.

The discussion focused mainly on the Paphos - Polis Chrysochous project (Phase A), where there are disputes with
the contractor regarding the interpretation of contract terms. The Minister stated that the matter is before the courts,
while for technical issues, such as the disposal of inert materials, the Ministry is willing to consider possible solutions.
He stressed the Government's intention to address issues constructively, with clear red lines where the public interest
is affected.

The President of PCCI, Mr. Giorgos Mais, reiterated the Chamber's position to decouple Phase B of the project from the
delays affecting Phase A, emphasising that it should not be dragged into further postponements. He proposed the
immediate initiation of maturation procedures for the Polis Chrysochous — Stroumpi section.

Regarding the access road to Paphos Airport via the Ezousa River, Mr. Mais informed that the Chamber has taken
initiatives to facilitate decision-making by the Ministry and the Government. Among other things, the Ministry of
Agriculture, Rural Development and Environment is considering inviting a consulting engineer of international
standing to submit recommendations on best practices applied in Europe and internationally, with a view to
overcoming environmental obstacles.

As to the bridge connecting the Mesogi Industrial Area with Tremithousa, where the tender was unsuccessful, the
Minister assured that the tender will be relaunched, with a review of the terms and the cost estimate.

With respect to the coastal road Chlorakas — Lemba - Kissonerga (extension of ***Tombs of the Kings” Avenue), the
Minister noted that the contract award to a designer is imminent, so that studies for the construction designs can
begin.

Both the President of PCCl and the Minister agreed to remain in constant contact in order to address potential issues in
atimely manner and to strictly adhere to the schedules.

Board Meeting of PCCI with the Minister of Labour and Social Insurance

On 15 February 2024, the Board of Directors of PCCl met with the Minister of Labour and Social Insurance, Mr. Giannis

Panayiotou, chaired by PCCI President Mr. Giorgos Mais. Also present were CCCI President Mr. Stavros Stavrou, CCCI

Secretary-General Mr. Marios Tsiakkis, PASIXE Paphos President Mr. Evripides Loizides, and ETAP President Mr.

Kyriakos Drousiotis.

The purpose of the meeting was to brief the Board and, by extension, the Paphos business community on Ministry

actions concerning:

« theutilisation of Cypriot unemployed in the labour market, and

« thesimplification of procedures for integrating foreign labour into the Cypriot economy.

Mr. Mais noted that the meeting forms part of the Ministry's new policy of direct engagement with professional

associations and employers' organisations, expressing satisfaction with this practice.

During the discussion, importantissues were raised, including:

* Employmentof third-country nationals.

o Offset measures expected to be announced by the Ministry as a counterbalance to the application of the
Automatic Cost of Living Allowance (COLA/ATA).

* Employment of students from third countries and the need to simplify/modernise the student visa issuance
process.

* Improvements to the stamping of labour contracts for foreign workers.
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The Minister assured PCCI that the Ministry will
make every effort to resolve labour issues
affectingemployers. It was agreed to hold a follow-
up meeting for further updates and coordination.

Meeting of PCCI with the Minister of Health

On 29 April 2024, PCCI met with the Minister of Health, Mr. Michalis Damianos, at the Chamber's offices.
Participants included PCCI President Mr. Giorgos Mais, Secretary/Director Mr. Marinos Stylianou, and
members of the Board.

Key health-sectorissues discussed included:

» Theprogressandoperation of the General Health System (GHS/GeSY).

* Thecurrentframework foremploying nurses from third countries.

* Thequality of medical equipment at clinics and diagnostic centres contracted with the GHS.
* Theautonomisation of Public Hospitals.

» The establishment of a Medical School in Paphos and the prospect of converting Paphos General
Hospital into a University Teaching Hospital.

PCCI thanked the Minister for the detailed briefing and the close cooperation developing with the
Chamberin the health sector.

Immediate Objectives and Aims of PCCI

The Chamber's efforts continue to focus on the following goals, which help create conditions for
growth, increase the population, and generate new jobs.

1) International Regional Services Centre

PCCl prioritises expanding the District's business activity beyond tourism and land development, while
not overlooking further strengthening of these two sectors. The goal is to promote Paphos as an
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international regional centre for:

* high-quality healthcare services,

e tertiaryeducation services,

* technology/innovation,

* headquartering (international companies).

Paphos - Polis Chrysochous Motorway

Progress and concerns

Phase A provides for a two-lane road from
Agia Marinouda to Stroumpi (15.5 km), with
the prospect of upgrading to a four-lane
motorway. PCCI' priority is the immediate
maturation of Phase B (Stroumpi — Polis
Chrysochous) so that the project can be |
completed and deliver the expected
benefits.

At a meeting on 12 April 2024 at the |
Kallepeia worksite, it was reported that a
€75 million project has been implemented
by about 30%, therefore the original
completion target by next November is
unattainable. The contractor is claiming - =
€22 million (increases in material costs due 4 & i
to the war in Ukraine, delays in relocating s
EAC pylons, spoil disposal/aggregates
suitability, etc.). The Department of Public
Works rejects the vast majority of the
claims, remains in daily contact with the
company, and is examining a 33-month
extension request (Central Committee for
Changes & Claims). PCCl calls on the executive branch and the contractor to enter negotiations in good
faith to resolve disputes swiftly and avoid further delays in a project of vital importance to Polis
Chrysochous and the wider District.

Ministry's position
Minister Mr. Alexis Vafeadis reaffirmed the intention to implement a four-lane motorway. Planning:

* Tender Phase A so that a contractor is in place by September 2025.
* Tender the four-lane section Polis Chrysochous — Stroumpi in February 2026.
 Within one year, advance the Stroumpi — Paphos section.

The total project is estimated at €330 million, with sectional deliveries and a completion horizon of
2030-2032. Provision is also made for the Mesogi connection and a Marathounda interchange,
ensuring integrated local connectivity.
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3) Paphos Marina & Piers

The Deputy Ministry of Tourism awarded the
contract to Deloitte Limited to prepare the
international tender documents. On 20
December 2024, the Deloitte Triton Paphos
Marina Consortium presented a summary of the
project to PCCI, ETAP, and the Association of
Large Developments. Stakeholders submitted
updated proposals to the public consultation (22
February 2025) via the e-Procurement System.

At the PCCI charity Gala Dinner, the President of
the Republic announced that the documents
would be ready inthefirst half of 2025 and the project would be
tendered within 2025. PCCI calls on the Deputy Ministry to
strictly adhere to timelines for timely implementation.

According to updates to PCCI, the final construction designs are progressing rapidly, targeting:

« delivery of the complete dossier to the Department of Public Works by end-2025,
« tenderlaunchinearly 2026.

The Department of Lands and Surveys is updating road plans for expropriations where required; the Water
Development Department is conducting parallel water-supply studies.
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Western Paphos Bypass (Biofos Junction - Melania Centre)

Following PCN approval, the Town Planning Department and the Community of Chlorakas completed the survey (final
corrections pending). Evpalinos Meletitiki is advancing the modernisation of the requlatory plan. Mr. Neofytos
Zavrides reported that the updated plan has been sent to Town Planning for forwarding to the Department of Public
Works and the preparation of final construction designs.

5) Promotion of Major Developments and Enrichment Projects by the Private
Sector

One of the Chamber's strategic objectives is to promote the implementation of major private-
sector developments and enrichment projects, which will help create conditions for growth
with multiplier benefits for the local economy and society.

6. CASINO

Europe's first integrated resort, City of
Dreams Mediterranean in Limassol,
opened its doors and has been operating
since 2023, marking the beginning of a
new era for Cyprus'tourism.

The total investment exceeds €600
million. The landmark City of Dreams
Mediterranean is one of the largest
development projects ever implemented
in Cyprus and among the most modern in
Europe. It aspires to establish the island as a year-round destination for high-quality tourism and world-class
entertainment, as well as a hub for international business and conference tourism.

7. SATELLITE CASINO IN PAPHOS - C2 PAPHOS

Cyprus Casinos (“C2"), the first licensed casinos in the ||
Republic of Cyprus, commenced operations in February 2020. |

C2 Paphos is located in lerokipia Municipality, on Theas
Aphroditis Avenue, in the municipality's central tourist area, a
short distance from Paphos International Airport and Paphos' |
historic centre.

8. NAUTICAL TOURISM

Kato Paphos & Latchi Small Harbours

Following clarification of ownership status, both harbours are under
the Cyprus Ports Authority (CPA). For Kato Paphos small harbour,
the basic development principles are:

* Preservationof character/identity, s
 Necessary marine and land works to upgrade services and pe—==
functionality,

 Beautificationand unobstructed visitor access.
PCCI welcomes the decision to expand Latchi Harbour with ~350
additional berths (budget ~€45 million). The CPA described the

decision as historic: tripling of the basin, Cyprus' first Green Port,
RES/sustainable-managementinfrastructure, reclamation of 25,000 m? and related developments.
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Protection & Upgrading of Paphos District Beaches

The Chamber has repeatedly requested a comprehensive study for coastline protection and beach upgrading across
the District.

» Pomos - Baths of Aphrodite. The NTUA study (2000-2006) was implemented in priority-A areas. Four
breakwaters were built at Latchi Harbour (start 23.01.2016, completion end-2018, cost €3.9 million + VAT, co-
funded by the EU).

« Bathsof Aphrodite — Cape Drepano (Agios Georgios Pegeias Fishing Shelter). Any works will be decided within the
Akamas PeninsulaManagement Plan.

» Cape Drepano - Kato Paphos Castle. A study is underway for protection/improvement of the north-western
coastal front (Lighthouse — Cape Drepano, 25.4 km), with objectives:

« Coastal-zone development strategy,protection from erosion, improved beach quality and swimmer safety;

Interventions adapted to natural relief, scale, and environment;

Integrated coastline management with alternative scenarios;

Reconfiguration / new works for safety, functionality, and balanced sand distribution;

Determination of prohibitions where use is unsuitable.

Progress: general designs completed, strategic EIA approved, detailed designs and partial ElAs prepared and
presented to the public; final opinions pending. Funding: 50% State + 50% Local Authorities (and/or EU).
Implementation time depends on availability of contributions and prioritisation.

« Phaethon (Geroskipou) — Municipal Baths (Municipality of Paphos)

By decision of the Ministry of Transport, Communications & Works, the Department of Public Works in cooperation
with the Municipalities of Paphos/Geroskipou and hotel owners awarded—after open tender—the study for
protection/improvement of the south-western coasts of Paphos & Geroskipou to the consortium “Dion. Toumazis &
Partners” - “ROGON & Partners S.A"

In a joint session, a €14 million solution was selected:
« 16 detached breakwaters,

+ 4 groynes (retaining part of existing moles),

« Removal of old artificial works,

» Technical coastal regeneration.

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PCCI welcomes the positive opinion of the Environmental Authority. lerokipia
Municipality submitted the consultants' proposals to the Department of
Antiquities for underwater surveys (approval expected). The consultants are
finalising construction designs and tender documents, updating costs based
on current conditions. Funding will be from co-financed sources (EU Funds &
State). The project is of paramount importance for upgrading the coastal zone,
swimmer safety, and coastline protection.

+ Castle (Kato Paphos) — Cape Aspro (Petra tou Romiou)

Previous studies: Delft Hydraulics (1993-1996); NTUA for the Castle — Ezousa
River section (2000-2006), with six breakwaters in Geroskipou (2012). PCCI
requests an immediate study for the section from Geroskipou municipal
boundaries (Ezousa River) to Petra tou Romiou, an area with some of the
District's most beautiful beaches.

The Paphos Chamber requests the immediate preparation of a study for the area from the
municipal boundaries of Geroskipou (Ezousa River) to Petra tou Romiou (Cape Aspro). The area

boasts some of the District's finest beaches and must be studied accordingly.

Polis Chrysochous District

Aiming at the development of the Polis Chrysochous area, PCCI has taken initiatives and strengthened cooperation
with the Municipality of Polis Chrysochous, local stakeholders, and the business community, promoting the following:

a) Public Transport

Improvement of timetables and increase of routes connecting the district with Paphos city and the airport. Insufficient
transport connectivity remains one of the area's most serious problems. The Chamber expresses the hope that the
new Paphos—Polis Chrysochous road, currently at a standstill, will restart and be completed soon, ensuring smooth
road connectivity with the rest of the District and immediately boosting the local economy and tourism.

b) Latchi Harbour (see chapter Nautical Tourism.)

c) Akamas (see chapter Akamas.)

d) Road network - Polis Chrysochous road (see chapter Transport Network.)
e) Artificial reef in Polis Chrysochous (see chapter Artificial Reefs.)

Meeting of PCCI with the Mayor of Polis Chrysochous

As part of its contacts with all re-elected and newly elected Mayors of the District, PCCI held a meeting at the office of the
Mayor of Polis Chrysochous, Mr. Yiotis Papachristof, in the presence of Deputy Mayor Mr. Giorgos Georgiou and Municipal
Secretary Ms. Doxa Oikonomidou. PCCI was represented by President Mr. Giorgos Mais and Secretary/Director Mr.
Marinos Stylianou.

The discussion focused on the progress of key infrastructure and development projects in the area, such as:

 thePaphos—Polis motorway,

+ theexpansion of Latchi Harbour (Phase C),

« thePolis-Latchipedestrian & cycling path,

« theunification of archaeological sites,

» therevamping of the forecourts of the Town Hall and the old Police Station,

+ thecompletion of the road network and infrastructure in the Polis Chrysochous Industrial Zone,

 the Sea& Culture Multipurpose Centre in Latchi.

Both sides agreed on closer cooperation between Local Government and PCCI. Mr. Mais assured that the Chamber will
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support the implementation of infrastructure projects
that will upgrade the area's image, improve residents'
daily life, attract investment, and create new jobs.

Akamas National Forest Park — Protection and Promotion Framework

With the designation of the National Forest Park in Akamas and the commencement of protection and promotion
measures, the peninsula'slongstanding problems are being addressed. The Management Plan aims to:

ensure the protection of the environment and biodiversity;

promote sustainable management of the entire peninsula, with regeneration and support of local communities
(the Natura 2000 Network is not intended to halt economic activities, but to set the conditions under which they
develop while safequarding biodiversity);

create new jobs and businesses by showcasing natural beauty, attracting visitors to the Park and neighbouring
communities;

protect habitats through fencing and vehicle-access control, as well as through protection programmes,
monitoring of nesting, and recording/monitoring of sea turtle populations.

The Management Plan will include, inter alia:

regulations for visitor entry to and circulation within the Park;

management of the existing road network;

evaluation of available leisure facilities;

improvement and creation of new leisure/sportsinfrastructure and activities;
administration, supervision, policing and guarding of the Park;

enhancement of the Park's overall attractiveness.
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The Paphos Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PCCI) nevertheless expresses serious
concern over the problems that arose with the contractor and the Concessionaire, which

ultimately led to the termination of the contract concerning improvements to part of the existing
primary road network of the Akamas National Forest Park, with a total length of 13.4 km (Phase
1 of the improvements), leaving the project in abeyance until further notice.

Implementation progress:

Work on the Akamas peninsula was suspended as of November 2023 due to various environmental issues. The
contractor accepted the temporary freeze without submitting financial claims and declared readiness to cooperate
withall competent bodies to overcome the issues and complete the project.

PCCI'S position:

Following the completion of re-evaluations for the projects in the Akamas National Forest Park and the publication of
the Environmental Authority's Report, PCCl hopes—also in line with the statement by the Minister of Agriculture, Rural
Development and Environment, Ms. Maria Panayiotou—that the project will be completed in 2027, as originally
scheduled, with a reduced environmental footprint and strict environmental oversight. The Chamber will closely
monitor timelines and developments and will intervene where deemed appropriate.
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|LOCAL GOVERNMENT REFORM

The difficult financial situation faced by many Municipalities and Communities, with no signs of substantial recovery,
made innovative reforms in Local Government imperative, with the aim of ensuring effective operation, efficiency and
sustainability.

Alongstanding position of the Chambers was to reduce the number of Municipalities by clustering them by area and
limiting overlapping services. Properly implemented, such a change yields resource savings and better service to
residents.

Local Government Reform is now a reality. On 03/03/2022, the House of Representatives plenary approved the bills
implementing it, opening a new chapter for local governance. The consultation was based on the principles of the
European Charter of Local Self-Government and the Council of Europe's recommendations, as well as specialised
technocratic and socio-economic studies, to create financially and administratively autonomous Local Authorities
capable of shaping and exercising substantive local policy. The goal is to provide high-quality services at the lowest
possible cost andtoimprove overall quality of life.

Under the three hills, a total of 20 Municipalities are created across Cyprus. In the Paphos District, four Municipalities
are constituted:

 Municipality of Paphos.

« Municipality of lerokipia (seat: Geroskipou), comprising the Municipality of Geroskipou and the communities of
AgiaMarinouda, Acheleia, Konia, Timi.

« Municipality of Akamas (seat: Pegeia), comprising the Municipality of Pegeia and the communities of Akoursou,
Ineia, Kathikas, Kato Arodes, Kissonerga, Pano Arodes.

« Municipality of Polis Chrysochous, comprising the Municipality of Polis Chrysochous and the communities of Agia
Marina, Androlikou, Argaka, Gialia, Drousia, Kritou Terra, Makounta, Neo Chorio (Paphos), Nea Dimmata,
Pelathousa, Pomos, Terra, Chrysochou.

PCCI supports the Local Government Reform, whose aim was stronger, more efficient and financially sustainable
Local Authorities for the benefit of citizens and businesses. However, “so far” the outcome is mixed. The institutional
framework has been implemented, but the transition has “teething problems” affecting frontline services (especially
permitting).

With the Reform, institutional unification was achieved and a new model implemented whereby, from 1/7/2024,
District Self-Government Organisations (DSOs/EOA) began operating and 20 municipalities were formed through
mergers, aiming at economies of scale and better service quality. The DSOs took over unified planning/building
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permits, water supply, sewerage and waste management. In addition, digitisation was introduced with the
“Ippodamos” system covering small-scale developments to accelerate permit issuance (e.g., automatic approvals
after 20 days for a subset of applications). At the same time, the Council of Europe views the reform as a long-term
vision, while the next evaluation in 2026 will examine autonomy, financing and the allocation of competences.

Weaknesses observed

« Transition malfunctions: the Minister of the Interior acknowledged “serious problems” in the first year (gaps/errors
now being corrected), despite initial references to “minorissues.”

 Permitting & “Ippodamos”: fluctuations and delays, with a notable drop in permits in autumn 2024, attributed in
parttochangesin systemsand procedures.

« Autonomy & viability of DSOs: concerns regarding genuine financial/administrative independence and clear
delineation of responsibilities among DSOs—municipalities—ministries.

« Political design: criticism that the original design was trimmed for political reasons and that certain choices need
revisiting.

Conclusion

Partially successful in terms of institutional launch and digital transformation, but operationally immature. Success
will be judged in 2025-2026 by: (a) clear financing and genuine autonomy of the DSOs; (b) stabilisation/optimisation
of Ippodamos; (c) measurable improvements in permitting times and service quality; (d) transparency/accountability
at municipal and DSO level. PCCI believes that if the above are successfully implemented, the reform will be deemed
successful; if not, targeted corrective interventions will be required by both the Government and the House of
Representatives.

REDEVELOPMENT OF THE GEROSKIPOU - PAPHOS - CHLORAKAS COASTAL FRONT

The Chamber considers the redevelopment of the Paphos—Chlorakas §
coastal front a project of pivotal infrastructure significance that will
strengthen the area's development momentum, upgrade and beautify
the tourist waterfront, and give the destination a unified character and
clear identity. The design and construction of the section from the city
of Paphos to the municipal boundary with Chlorakas has been
undertaken by the Municipality of Paphos.

UNIVERSITY SCHOOLS

The development of education—especially tertiary education—brings significant intellectual, cultural, economic, and
social benefits to the District. To promote Cyprus as a regional/international hub for higher education and to develop
“educational tourism," the state must provide the necessary incentives and facilitation. At the same time, establishing
and operating public and private university schools across the country contributes to academic decentralisation,
balanced development of all districts, and leveraging their regional advantages.

Givenits history and tradition, year-round tourism infrastructure, International Airport, and distinctive characteristics,
Paphosrightfully seeks the following public schools:

 Schoolof Fine Arts / School of Archaeology / Research & Innovation Centres

Establishment and operation of CUT (TEPAK) in Paphos.

PCCI congratulates all stakeholders on the agreement signed between the Municipality of Paphos and the Cyprus
University of Technology (CUT/TEPAK) to establish and operate in our city the School of Tourism Management,
Hospitality and Entrepreneurship. The agreement represents the outcome of longstanding negotiations with the
Government and provides for two academic departments and an Institute of Tourist Professions. Bringing a university
school focused on tourism to Paphos had been a longstanding request of PCCI and the District's bodies for over a
decade.

The development of tertiary education is a critical third pillar of the area's new development model—beyond tourism
and land development. It contributes to diversifying economic activity, orienting the economy toward knowledge and
innovation, and creating quality jobs. Students have already begun attending the new School, with the prospect of
hostingupto 1,000 students overtime.
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Inauquration of the American University of Beirut (AUB Mediterraneo)

On 4 September 2024, the President of the Republic, Mr. Nikos Christodoulides, inaugurated the new campus of the
American University of Beirut — Mediterraneo (AUB Mediterraneo) in Paphos. The University is housed in the historic
Carob Mill complex, with €29 million invested in the facilities. Operating under American academic standards, it marks
a new era for the city, initially comprising three schools: Faculty of Arts and Sciences, Faculty of Engineering and
Architecture, and School of Business. The aim is to gradually host over 5,000 students, with prospects to expand
schools and programmes.

During 2024-2025, PCCI strengthened its institutional partnerships, intervened on critical legislative issues, helped
advance major infrastructure projects, and organised initiatives linked to sustainable development, standardisation,
and business modernisation. In parallel, it hosted high-profile and charitable events, positioning Paphos both as a hub
of business activity and of social contribution.

Meeting with DIPA

11 December 2024

The President of DIPA, Mr Marios Karoyian, accompanied by party officials, met with the Chamber's leadership.
PCCl's President Mr Georgios Mais, together with vice-presidents, Board members and the Secretary/Director, raised
the promotion of pending bills concerning swimming pools, luxury glamping campsites, parking at tourist
accommodation, and the management of jointly-owned buildings (condominiums).

Serious concern was expressed by the business community about delays
in processing permitting applications and issues arising from varying
interpretations of circulars and regulations. The EOA President
acknowledged the difficulties, provided information on the number of backlogged applications, and assured that
staffing would be completed by September, while procurement of services (outsourcing) would be pursued to
improve the situation.

PCCI undertook to revert to the President of the Republic and the Minister of the Interior with specific proposals to
facilitate the Organisation's smooth operation, emphasising that the EOA is crucial to the District's development
prospects.
